Gerry is the former senior counsellor with the Probation and Welfare services’ treatment centre.  He has lectured on Psychiatry and Counselling at Trinity College Dublin along with being a tutor at Trinity on the Diploma in Counselling course and lectured at the Institute of Technology Sligo in Applied Social Care.  He is a tutor for NUI Maynooth on the Certificate in Addictions studies.  He has provided numerous in-service workshops for SPHE teachers as well as for various schools nationwide 
This workshop acknowledges the negative energies faced by teachers from students heavily influenced by an irreverent culture.  It further describes the organisational dynamic in the school where these energies can resonate to destroy good will and engender resentment and cynicism.  It proceeds to demonstrate how, instead of resisting these negative energies teachers and their managers can harness and recycle them by the use of practical interpersonal strategies to enhance the skills and facilitate the actualisation of both teachers and students.
